2007 Coaches Rules for the Freestyle Training Center

-There must be a certified freestyle/snowboard coach in charge of the camp.  The coaches must be familiar with skiing plastic.

 -Coaches cannot coach and water ramp at the same time

 -We do not rent or loan out equipment-per our Insurance requirements

-Mouth guards are strongly recommended

-Only Athletes, Coaches, and Staff are allowed inside the fence

-All activity stops when there is an accident.  First Aid will make the decision on whether a skier can continue after a crash.  A further medical evaluation and medical clearance may be required to resume activity.

-All Athletes and Coaches are required wear a wristband for the duration of the camp (the wristband will be given when you check in)-If you bring us a broken one, we will replace it for free- If you lose it, you will have to pay $1.00 to get a new one
-There must be a coach by the kicker the skier is going off

-Trampoline supervision cannot take place from the bubbler tower

-There must be a coach for each tramp bed in order for novice skiers to bounce

-Everyone is to come out of the pool, off the ramps, and off the trampoline during thunderstorms.  First Aid will decide when activity can resume

-All clothing/towels must be removed from the pool area/changing rooms daily.  Skis, boots, life jackets & helmets are the only items that may be left each day

-First Aid has the right to take away the skiing privileges of any skier or coach who does not follow the rules.  It is the responsibility of the coaches to see that their skiers know the rules and follow them.  The coaches will be held accountable for the actions of their skiers.
