1)  Nominations/Elections 
- Dori Jones has stepped down as the Secretary of the NCD executive committee.

- Jon Stern has been nominated to replace Dori Jones as the Secretary for the NCD executive committee.

- Jack Perry has notified the executive committee that he will be outgoing from the NCD executive committee.

- Adam Stern has been nominated as incoming to the NCD executive committee.

2)  Finances  

- Jack Perry briefed the NCD executive on the 2005-06 budget, a copy of the financial statements were passed out.  Of concern raised was a payment of $600 for outstanding expenses to be paid from various parents to NCD.  Through a motion the $600 expense was waved and NCD has absorbed the cost.

3)  Freestyle club development at Calabogie Peaks  

- Jack Perry has been in discussion with the ski school at Calabogie to establish a freestyle club out of this location.  It was expressed that this would be a good venue for the western half of the city (Kanata).  There still needs to be a firm commitment and no head coach has been named as of yet.  Discussions took place to expand dialogue with Calabogie throughout the summer months.

4)  Camp Fortune Freestyle

- It was expressed by the Pilon's that Fortune Freestyle has elected the majority of their executive committee and is in the process of setting up a separate bank account for this club.

5)  NCD Judging Clinic

- There was discussion to have a judging clinic at some point in the fall (date to be determined).

6)  NCD coaching concerns

- Mike Crichton expressed that he would have a compiled database of all available coaches for the upcoming season at some point in the fall (date to be determined).

- There have been inquiries as to another Level I Freestyle course. We need 5-6 participants to run a course. This might be an incentive for other hills to start a freestyle program.

- We should continue to financially support coaching certification courses

- Mike will also look into setting up a Level I/ II trampoline course in Ottawa 

7)  NCD Officials course

- There was discussion about having an officials’ course at some point before the beginning of the next ski season, date and participants to be determined. Jack will speak to John Pomeroy.

8)  Potential Competitions

- Mike Crichton brought forth the recommendation of NCD Freestyle hosting the 2007 Ontario Provincial Championships.  Through a motion it was passed to express at the upcoming FSO AGM to notify that NCD will be interested in hosting this upcoming competition.  It was also suggested to have a committee for this competition set-up before the end of the summer since it is a large undertaking. It needs a head organizer.

- There was discussion about hosting multiple regional mogul events at Camp Fortune should NCD Freestyle not host the upcoming Ontario Freestyle Championships.

9)  Competitive Team try-outs

- Jack Perry proposed an invitation style-format in order to attract prospective athletes who are competitive-minded.  The proposed format for the try-outs would take place throughout the fall until the end of Christmas camp.  At the end of Christmas camp there would then be a decision made based on the number of athletes and their preference i.e., free ride and/or moguls for the overall focus of the competitive team and the relevant competitions that would be attended.  The invitation for the competitive team will be ready before August.
